September 28, 2009

Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.

Additions and Corrections to the Agenda:  AIA Insurance Agent Fred Lee cancelled his 10:00 appointment.

After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to approve the minutes of September 21, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Commissioner Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Fair Business Manager Kari Rowton met with the Board to give updates.  Ms. McBride reported that the front steps have been repaired.  The Board would like a winter sealer applied to the steps.  Ms. Rowton inquired about the closure date of the Carousel Building for the winter.  The Board decided that January 1st thru March 30th.  Ms. Rowton reported that the racehorse barn roof blew off during the fair causing damage.  Ms. Rowton contacted the Risk Manager and advised her of the damage.  Ms. Bechtol inquired about purchasing sanitizers for the courthouse offices.  

Forest Service: Republic Ranger Linda Fee met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Fee made introductions of Mr. Eric McQuay and Mr. Franklin Pemberton to the Board.  Ms. Fee advised the Board that Mr. McQuay will be Acting Recreation Program Manager and Mr. Pemberton will be Acting Republic Ranger due to the promotion of Rick Brazell. Ms. Fee discussed the Integrated Sustainable Recreation Strategy Stakeholder Sensing Framework with the Board.  The Board would like to start to work on the OHV ordinance connecting the City of Republic to the Forest Service OHV roads in the Trout Creek area.  Ms. Fee stated the Forest Service will work with the County.  Mr. McQuay advised the Board of a scoping notice for the Gibraltar trail and advised that there will be a two week comment period.    

Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breashears, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Interim Director Larry Beardslee, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown, and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give updates.  Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation was also present.  Mr. Beardslee presented the Board with the advertisement for the call for bids on the new Keller shop building.  The Board approved the advertisement and suggested that Mr. Beardslee include the Wenatchee World in the advertising.  Mr. Beardslee presented the Board with the ad for public hearing amending the 6-year Transportation Improvement Plan.  The Board approved the advertisement.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that the Bridge Creek Top East project will go out for bids in November.  Mr. Reynolds reported that a letter will be sent to Bank of America to withdraw the funds that were placed in Bank of America for the bond on the Kettle River Road by Kinross.  Mr. Reynolds presented the Board with County Road Project 9-12 for Bridge Creek 12.  The Board inquired about the Boulder Creek ditch cleaning debris.  Mr. Beardslee believes that there is a use permit with the Forest Service and will investigate the matter further.

Coordinator’s Position:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol and E911 Coordinator Rose Parr met with the Board.  Ms. Parr suggested that Kathy Crowder serve as the interim coordinator until the position is filled.  The Board approved.   The starting date for the new coordinator will be November 1, 2009.  The interim coordinator will receive the difference between the call taker/dispatcher salary and coordinators salary and divide that amount by 50% for the monthly salary.   After review and discussion the Board decided the new coordinator position’s salary will be the state allowable amount adjusted to include the benefits.  The Board requested that this be stated in a written agreement upon the hiring of the new coordinator.

Courthouse Improvement Fund:  Superior Court Judge Rebecca Baker on speaker phone, District Court Judge Linda Eaton, Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher, Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenlieb and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to discuss the Courthouse Improvement Funds.  After discussion the Board made the decision to keep the funds as a whole and the Courts will coordinate together to make the best recommendations for the use of the funds.

Commissioners Working Session:  Fairgrounds Manager Wayne Egner met with the Board.  The Board inquired about the part time help.  After the first week of the fair they work like mad to get the grounds cleaned up and the RV storage ready for RV’s to come in for the winter.  Mr. Egner suggested placing flyers out in the area to advertise the storage. The Board reminded Mr. Egner of the budget crunch and no overtime.   

Unfinished Business:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to review the Fair Business Manager’s position.  After review and discussion the Board made the decision that the Fair Business Manager’s position is 80% starting on October 1, 2009.  Along with the change in hours the Fair Business Manager will be working out of the Commissioners office no later than October 5th.

 With there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
