Board of Ferry County Commissioners

October 12, 2009

Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.  Commissioner Bond was attending Washington State Coalition for the Homeless Conference in Yakima.

Additions and Corrections to the Agenda:  Department Head meeting will be next Monday October 19th at 10:30 AM.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of September 28, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with the majority vote.

Correspondence Review:

Letter from Washington State Council of County and City Employees AFSCME AFL-CIO regarding the 911 Supervisor position.  (Exhibit 1)

Email from Ferry County Rail Trail Partners regarding adjacent landowners survey.  (Exhibit 2)

Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol and Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney met with the Board.  Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the insurance run out money from A.W. Rehn has been received.  Ms. Bechtol reported that the union negotiations will be starting soon.

Planning Department Update:  Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to give an update.  Also present were Miyoko Point residents Jerry and Gail Downs.  Ms. Whipple explained to the Board that Mr. & Mrs Downs would like to adjust the existing 40’ right of way on Miyoko Point Road.  This would make the right of way match the existing road.  After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to adjust the east side of the existing road to be the east side of the 40’ right of way.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  The motion carried with the majority vote. (Exhibit 3) Ms. Whipple provided the Board with an application for the GMA grant.

Resolution No. 2009-56 adopting the Annual Construction Program for 2010  After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2009-56 the Annual Construction Program for 2010.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion and the motion carried with a majority vote.  (Exhibit 12)

Warrants/Vouchers: Funding in the amount of $1,080.00 has been approved for transfer to the clearing fund for payment of warrant/voucher #18152 for the following:

Public Hearing Resolution No. 2009-55: As per duly published notice, the public hearing regarding Resolution No. 2009-55 Six Year Transportation Plan was held at 1 p.m. An attendance sheet is on file and the public hearing was recorded. Public comments were received.  After review and discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Heath to adopt Resolution No. 2009-55.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion and the motion carried with a majority vote.  (Exhibit 11)  

County Property:  Fred Bremner met with the Board to discuss a county property issue.   The Cemetery Association has recommended that a portion of the cemetery that abuts the Perkins property be surplused and sold to the adjacent land owner.  The Board agreed and will investigate the protocol to surplus property.

Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breashears, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Interim Director Larry Beardslee, and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give updates.  Timberland Drive resident Carroll Sharp and Cliff Couse from Couse’s Sanitation were also present for separate issues.  Mr. Beardslee presented the Board with a letter of intent to retire from Public Works on November 17, 2009. (Exhibit 13)  Mr. Beardslee requested permission from the Board to purchase a 10-yard truck from the State’s surplus.  The truck is intended for the Inchelium shop and will cost $24,000 and help supplement the aging truck fleet at the Inchelium shop.  Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the purchase of the 10-yard dump truck.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion and that motion carried with a majority vote.  (Exhibit 14)  Mr. Breshears presented the Board with a letter regarding the biannual bridge inspection completion.  (Exhibit 15)  Mr. Couse advised the Board that if the County has a problem with any of his employees that he would like to be notified directly.  Mr. Couse also inquired about requiring his drivers to designate city garbage from the county’s garbage.  Mr. Couse feels there is no need to report where the load is coming from.  The Board advised Mr. Couse that it is essential to know where the loads are coming from for city and county records.  Mr. Sharp inquired about gravel being dumped on county property in the cul de sac area of Timberline Drive.  The Board requested Mr. Beardslee look into the matter further.
Theresa Bernpsen from Governor Gregoire’s Office:  Ms. Bernpsen telephoned the Board to acknowledg the letter sent to the Governor regarding the Keller Ferry.  Ms. Bernpsen advised the Board that she is waiting for the results of the repairs to the Martha S that is currently out of service.  Ms. Bernpsen is investigating how to get the Martha S back in service and possible long term solutions.  The Board thanked Ms. Bernpsen for her telephone call.

TEDD Update:  Director Leslie Jones, Ferry County Hospital Administrator Ron O’holloran, Economic Development Director Deana Zakar, PUD Commissioner Nathan Davis, City of Republic Mayor Pro Tem Alex Wirt, and Americorp Recreation/Tourism employee Mikayla Martin met with the Board to discuss the Republic office.  Ms. Jones presented the Board with a summary of the TEDD funding.  

Unfinished Business: Ferry County Hospital Administrator Ron O’holloran advised the Board that Ecliptixnet did not submit an application for the broadband grant.  Mr. O’holloran would like to make sure that Ferry County is included in the second round of applications and feels the PUD needs to be involved in the application process.

With there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:50 p.m.
