October 27, 2009

Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Sheriff Pete Warner met with the Board at 8:30 AM.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of October 20, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Sheriff:  Sheriff Pete Warner met with the Board to discuss staffing.  Sheriff Warner advised the Board that in order to get the Homeland Security Grant funds he would need to appoint another undersheriff.  Sheriff Warner will be appointing the undersheriff in house around the first of 2010.  Whoever is appointed will not be replaced due to budget cuts.   Sheriff Warner stated that two of his deputies would be leaving for active military duty in March.  The Board inquired about who will be handling the Preliminary 911 Budget.  Sheriff Warner stated that Interim Coordinator Kathy Crowder and he will be handling the preliminary budget together.  

Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, and Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown met with the Board to give updates.  Mr. Beardslee presented the Board with Engineer Bob Breshears recommendation for the Keller Shop bid.  The Board inquired if building the shop would put Public Works in a financial bind for future projects.  Ms. Brown advised the Board that ER&R continues to sustain itself and therefore they should be all right.  After review, discussion and determination of the unstable condition of the Keller Shop a motion was made by Commissioner Heath to award the bid to Whitebird Construction and Development of Wenatchee, WA,.  Commissioner Bond seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 12)  The County will be investigating the mine haul trucks chaining procedures on county roads this winter.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that he is working on the upcoming projects and their schedules for 2010.  The Board inquired about the tech 5 interviews.  Mr. Reynolds reported that the interviews have been completed and they will bring their recommendations to the Board.

Tri-County Health H1N1 Presentation: Matt Schanz met with the Board and Department Heads to give an update and presentation on influenza and the H1N1 virus.  As of August 2009 there have been less than 200,000 confirmed cases of H1N1 worldwide and less than 1900 deaths worldwide.  There is an average of 36,000 deaths yearly in the US from the seasonal flu.  Mr. Schanz reported that there have been 500 cases with 24 mortalities so far in Washington State.  Most of the mortalities are from complications such as asthma, heart conditions, etc. and the H1N1 virus.  The Board thanked Mr. Schanz for his time and presentation.

2010 Preliminary Budget Reviews: At 11:00 AM until 12:00 PM and 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM the Board of Commissioners held various 2010 preliminary budget reviews.

With there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
