Board of Ferry County Commissioners

October 5, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Miller and Bond present. Commissioner Heath was taking personal time off. 

Additions and Corrections to the Agenda: At 10:20 AM the Board went into Executive Session, the meeting returned to open session at 10:55 AM. At 3:00 PM the Board went into Executive Session, the meeting returned to open session at 3:45 PM.
Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Also present was Couse’s Sanitation Owner Cliff Couse and Mayor Pro-Temp Alex Wirt.
Long Alec Road Vacation: Mr. Beardslee discussed the Engineer’s Report regarding the road vacation and presented a copy of the easement for timber harvesting and sales. After discussion the Board stated that they would not approve any road vacations that would land lock property owners. This issue needs further research.

Keller Shop Plans: Mr. Beardslee submitted a copy of the Project Plans and Specifications to the Board for approval and stated that Engineer Bob Breshears has already approved the plans. After review of the document the Board approved the Project Plans and Specifications by a majority vote. (Exhibit 8)
Applications to Date: Mr. Reynolds reported that they have received ten applications to date for the Tech 5 position.
Us of County Forces (Day Labor) Report: Mr. Reynolds stated that the Day Labor Report for the County Road Administration Board (CRAB) was within the Counties guidelines.

Solid Waste: Mr. Wirt inquired about the Interlocal Solid Waste Plan Implementation Agreement. Mr. Wirt thought it was to be done by September 30, 2009. Ms Cromwell stated that the date was December 30, 2009. Mr. Couse inquired about the Bid Opening for the used fork lift and stated he did not think that the Transfer Station needed one and we should not be spending the money. Mr. Beardslee assured him that it was being purchased for the shops for safety reasons.

GMA Update: Planning Director and Attorney Steve Graham met with the Board to give updates. Also present was Planning Commission Chair Tammy Stevens. Ms. Whipple discussed the new Ordinance’s and the fact that the public has until October 21, 2009 to appeal. Commissioner Bond discussed the Right to Farm Ordinance that is scheduled for continued public hearing on October 19, 2009 and requested the Planning Commission look over the notebook with other County Right to Farm Ordinances to make sure Ferry County has the best ordinance possible.
Executive Session: At 10:20 AM the Board went into executive session for possible GMA litigation. Present were Attorney Steve Graham and Planning Director Irene Whipple. The meeting returned to open session at 10:55 AM.  No action was taken.

Property Issue: Property owners Lorna Johnson and Doug Barnes met with the Board to discuss issues with their property. Also present was Planning Director Irene Whipple and Prosecutor Mike Sandona. There has been confusion as to whether or not portions of the property are buildable. After working with Tri-County Heath Jim Matsuyama and Ms. Whipple the issue is taken care of. Mr. Matsuyama is drafting a letter regarding the septic system. Ms. Whipple stated that the FEMA map shows portions of the property is in the flood plain so a verification certificate will be required.
Economic Development Update: Economic Development Specialist Deana Zakar met with the Board to give updates. Also present were Tri-County Economic Development District Director Leslie Jones, P.U.D. Commissioner Nathan Davis and AmeriCorps Recreation and Tourism member Mikayla Martin. Ms. Zakar informed the Board that  she has taken a job with Kinross Gold Company and her last day working for TEDD will be October 21st, 2009. The Board stated that she has done a wonderful job and will be greatly missed.
AmeriCorps Recreation and Tourism positions: Mikayla Martin and Molly Kirk have been hired as the AmeriCorps members in conjunction with the Forest Service and Tri-County Economic Development.  Ms. Kirk will be working primarily in the Stevens County Office for Karen Van Soest on trails projects and Ms. Martin will be working in the Ferry County on Recreation and Tourism projects.
USDA RBEG Project: The Ferry County Rural Business Revitalization program will continue in Ms. Zakar’s absence. Ms. Martin will be working in the Republic Office and will take on a portion of the project. Tri-County Economic Development District Office Assistant Mallory Conner will also be taking on a portion of the project. Ms. Martin and Ms. Conner will meet with Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol to review the remaining funds and project scope at a later date. 
PDA Industrial Park: The project is in the hands of the Republic Public Development Authority and is moving forward. They have not heard on the status of additional funding and the water/sewer bids were rejected and will go out to bid again.

Pine Grove Water: Ms. Zakar reported that the engineers are meeting with the City Council tonight and inquired of any of the Commissioners will be attending. Commissioner Miller will attend the City Council Meeting. The engineers will also be meeting with the Pine Grove Water Association on October 7th, 2009 at the Pine Grove Office. The project is on schedule to go out to bid in October/November 2009 for construction to start in the spring of 2010.
Tri-County Economic Development District (TEDD) Update: TEDD Director Leslie Jones met with the Board to give updates. Also present were Economic Development Specialist Deana Zakar, AmeriCorps Member Mikayla Martin, P.U.D. Commissioner Nathan Davis. Ms. Jones handed out Rural Opportunities Loan Fund Brochures and stated that they were looking for additional funding for loans. There was discussion regarding the 5 Star Community Enterprise program. The program will end in December of 2009. Ferry County has a few projects through this program. Ms. Jones will be meeting with the Board on October 12th, 2009 regarding Ms. Zakar’s position.
Executive Session: At 3:00 pm the Board went into executive session regarding possible GMA litigation. Present were Attorney Steve Graham and Planning Director Irene Whipple. The meeting returned to open session at 3:45 pm.  No action was taken.
Correspondence: The Board reviewed and discussed the emails and correspondences that were received. Including those listed.

Ferry County Trail Committee meeting minutes for June, July and September have been received.

Connections October/November 2009 Newsletter has been received.

Republic School District Newsletter for October 2009 has been received.

With there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4 p.m.
