Board of Ferry County Commissioners

November 16, 2009

Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

Wellness Participant Prizes:  Assessor Rachel Siracuse, Assessor’s Chief Deputy Kathy Lust, Interim E911 Coordinator Kathy Crowder, Treasurer Kathleen Rupp, Treasurer’s Deputy Krystal Bruton, Corrections Officer May Wheaton, Public Works Foreman Doug Kellogg, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Wellness Coordinator Amanda Mycock, and Wellness Coordinator Teri Kinney met with the Board.  The Board presented all the participants in the Wellness Challenge “Get Moving” with a gym bag for their participation in the challenge and thanked them for getting involved for their health.

Public Works Update:  Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Interim Director Larry Beardslee met with the Board to give updates.  Ms. Cromwell presented a letter from the Chair of the Solid Waste Advisory Committee recommending the Board adopt a Secured Loads Ordinance for Ferry County. (Exhibit 1)   The Board would like Ms. Cromwell to take the ordinance to the Prosecutor for his review.  Mr. Reynolds presented the Board with a Memorandum from Engineer Bob Breshears recommending applicants for the two tech 5 positions. (Exhibit 2)  Commissioner Heath made a motion to hire two tech 5 personnel for Public Works.   Commissioner Bond seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  Mr. Beardslee advised the Board that he has looked into the Long Alec Vacation and reported that the Lembcke’s easement is retained.  Mr. Beardslee presented the Board with an estimate for new shop lighting in all the county shops.  (Exhibit 3)  Mr. Beardslee inquired about maintaining a file cabinet and desk in the Public Works Department.  Mr. Beardslee will continue his work with the Parks and Recreation after his retirement and would use the file cabinet and desk approximately 2 days a month.  The Board approved.  Mr. Reynolds has inspected the right-of-way in Danville that he has received complaints about.  Mr. Reynolds will be sending a letter to the residents on the right-of-way requesting they clear the right-of-way.

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.  Also present was Betty Buckley volunteer for the State Audubon Society.  The Audubon Society is publishing a map and is recommending parking areas for bird watchers.  The Audubon Society wants to make sure they are not telling people to park on private property.  The Board would like Mr. Beardslee from Public Works to check the property locations that are suggested to be sure it is County property.  Ms. McBride advised the Board that the repair parts for the ADA lift are obsolete but there is a retrofit kit that Otis Elevator has ordered and are waiting for.  Ms. McBride reported that the boiler is working properly.  Ms. Bechtol inquired about using inmates to work out at the fairgrounds to help with cleaning and maintenance.  The Board approved the use of inmates to work at the fair grounds.  

Shared Work Program:  Chief Accountant Joyce Schertenlieb and Recycling Programs Assistant Dave Wermuth met with the Board to discuss the Employment Security Department’s Shared Work Program.  The program allows the county to reduce the work hours of full-time employees, while the workers collect partial unemployment benefits to replace a portion of their lost wages.  The Board approved the program and requested that Ms. Schertenlieb move forward with the program. (Exhibit 4)
