Board of Ferry County Commissioners

November 2, 2009

Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of October 26, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to approve the minutes of October 27, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Forest Service Update:  Acting District Ranger Franklin Pemberton met with the Board to give an update.  Also present was Lorna Johnson, Gary Howden, and Pete Remington.  Mr. Pemberton advised the Board that they are transitioning from their Summer/Fall programs to their Winter Recreation.  Mr. Pemberton reported that the Malo Stewardship Project with some small commercial harvesting should be out to bid this week. The Vulcan mountain biomass project is about 1/3 done.   Mr. Pemberton stated that the Forest Service received 1.8 million in stimulus dollars and is hoping that $500,000.00 of it will be for Colville Forest in Ferry County.  Title II monies are still available to 69 Resource Advisory Committee (RAC) nationally with the Colville Forest being one of those RACs.   Mr. Pemberton reported that the range program is almost complete for the year with most of the cows off of the forest.  The Board inquired about road closures in the forest and would like a list of the roads that are closed.  The Board recommended to Mr. Pemberton that at the Forest Service should have representation at future Forest Plan Revision meetings.  Mr. Pemberton thanked the Board for their time.   

Public Works Update:  Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown, and Interim Director Larry Beardslee met with the Board to give updates.  Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation was also present.  Mr. Beardslee reported that Public Works has two screens and a cone for the rock crusher they no longer use and would like to surplus them.  The Board inquired if they can be used for parts for the crusher that is used.  Mr. Beardslee advised that the parts are not interchangeable.  The Board would like to do only one public hearing for surplus property and therefore would like other items that need surplus gathered together.  Mr. Reynolds reported that he is working on the County Road Advisory Board report.  The Board inquired about the grading of the roads since the weather went from too dry to too wet.  Mr. Reynolds advised that the road crews have been busy grading to get the roads in good condition for the winter plowing.  Mr. Couse suggested the Board consider a tarp ordinance for people hauling their own garbage.  The Board requested that the Solid Waste Advisory Committee revisit the tarp ordinance.

Connections:  Director Kate Rowe-Maloret met with the Board to give an update and discuss the Connections budget.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret advised the Board that the person holding the sexual assault position has resigned. Ms. Rowe-Maloret feels this is an important position. Ms. Rowe-Malorett suggested the position be filled from within Connections.   The Board agreed.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret, Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol and the Board reviewed the Connections 2010 preliminary budget.

WSU:  WSU Extension Agent Dan Fagerlie and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to review the WSU 2010 preliminary budget.
