November 9, 2009

Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to approve the minutes of November 2, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor
GMA Update:  Attorney Steve Graham met with the Board to give an update.  Also present were Planning Director Irene Whipple, Gary Howden, Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona and Planning Commission Chair Tamra Stevens.  Mr. Graham advised the Board that the Compliance hearings for the appeals have been moved to January.  The Board inquired about the Right to Farm ordinance.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board that the Planning Commission has reviewed the ordinance and recommended that it be enacted as is.  At 8:45 AM the Board went into executive session for possible GMA litigation. Present were Attorney Steve Graham, Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona, and Planning Director Irene Whipple. The meeting returned to open session at 8:55 AM.  No action was taken.

2010 Preliminary Budget Reviews: At 9 a.m. until 10 a.m. the Board of Commissioners held various 2010 preliminary budget reviews.  
Commissioner Staff Update:  Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.  Ms. McBride advised the Board that Divco has been here to fix the boiler.  Otis Elevator will be back Tuesday to continue work on repairing the ADA lift.

Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breshears, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown, and Interim Director Larry Beardslee met with the Board to give updates.  Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation was also present.  Mr. Breshears presented the Board with a Memorandum with available options for the tech 5 positions.  (Exhibit 1)  Mr. Breshears is recommending 2 tech 5 positions for Public Works.  Mr. Reynolds reported that the Bridge Creek Bid Opening will be December 14th at 2 pm.  The Board inquired about an Environmental Impact Study for the rock available at the Fairgrounds.  Mr. Beardslee advised that a SEPA has been done.  Mr. Beardslee inquired about the Keller Shop Contract with Whitebird that needs to be signed.  Commissioner Bond made a motion that the Chairman of the Board sign the contract to get the project moving forward.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  Mr. Couse advised the Board that the PDA project is moving forward.
