Meeting Minutes

Forest Service Update: Acting Republic Forest Ranger Franklin Pemberton met with the Board to give an update.  Mr. Pemberton presented the Board with map of Malo East Stewardship project area.  Mr. Pemberton requested improvements to a road that would need some repair for the log trucks to come through on the Malo East stewardship project.  The Board advised Mr. Pemberton that they will forward this information to the Public Works Department.  Mr. Pemberton also provided a map of county roads on record for the National Forest along with a map of forest road closures.   Mr. Pemberton inquired about the Kelly Camp mine.  The Forest Service is working on the clean up of the mine site and would like any information they can acquire on the mine.

Mr. Reynolds inquired about the Airport Layout Plan.  The Board would like Ms. Brown to verify with the Prosecutor that he has looked at the “Through the Fence” agreement in the layout plan.  The Board will make their recommendation on the layout plan by Tuesday.  The Board inquired about the county road that will run through the Malo East stewardship project.  Mr. Reynolds will work with the Forest Service on the matter.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that the county owns 5.9 miles of Lambert Creek road.  Mr. Reynolds is still investigating the issue.
