Board of Ferry County Commissioners

December 28, 2009

Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of December 21, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions & Corrections to the agenda:

Public Hearing / Open Space Timber Land: At 10:00 AM as per duly published notice, a public hearing was held regarding Open Space Timber Land. Those present were Assessor Rachel Siracuse and Ron Matney. After review and discussion  a motion was made by Commissioner Bond seconded by Commissioner Heath with all in favor of approving the application for Open Space Timber Land of approximately 19 acres, Parcel No. 73611220001000, owned by Ron & Julie Matney.

Public Hearing / Open Space Forest Land: At 10:15 AM as per duly published notice, a public hearing was held regarding Open Space Forest Land. Those present were Assessor Rachel Siracuse. After review and discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Bond seconded by Commissioner Heath with all in favor of approving the application for Open Space Timber Land of approximately 19 acres, Parcel No. 63713420001005, owned by Andrew Allius.

Rail Trail Decision: Sign in sheet on file.  After review and discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Bond to extend the Golden Tiger Pathway from the North end of the existing pathway to Heron Creek Road using the rail corridor as multiple use with limited motorized and the rail corridor from Heron Creek North non motorized multiple use. Commissioner Heath abstained.  Chairman Miller seconded the motion and the motion carried with a majority vote.

Sheriff Pete Warner:  Sheriff Pete Warner met with the Board.  Also present was Virgil Seymore from the Colville Tribal Council, Brenda Starkey from the Chronicle and Madeline Perry.  The Board inquired about the responsibility of the county for juveniles on the reservation and off the reservation.  Sheriff Warner replied that the county is responsible for the juveniles on the reservation.  The juveniles that come into the jail are held for 1 night then the judge decides if they are remanded to their parents or sent to Martin Hall.   The County can only hold a maximum of 2 juveniles at a time.  The Board suggested that Mr. Seymore contact Martin Hall and get an agreement with them for the tribe.  Sheriff Warner inquired about the hiring freeze.  The Board approved replacement of two officers who have resigned.

Couse’s Sanitation:  Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation met with the Board to discuss a solid waste issue.  Those present were Public Works Director Troy Reynolds, Chronicle Reporter Brenda Starkey, Chief Accountant Joyce Schertenlieb, and Madeline Perry.  Mr. Couse read a letter he wrote to the Board with his concerns.
