Board of Ferry County Commissioners

July 14, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 9 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Heath and Bond present. 

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher met with the Board at 11:30 a.m. during unfinished business. 

Kinross Gold Update:  Previous General Manger Lauren Roberts and Operation Manger Wayne Zigarlick met with the Board to introduce the new General Manger for Kinross Doug Jones. Mr. Roberts has taken a position with a mine in Alaska for Kinross. Mr. Jones introduced himself to the Board and stated that he and Kinross take their rolls with in the company and the community very serious. Commissioner Heath stated he would like to take a tour of the mine site. Mr. Zigarlick replied he would be happy to give a tour and call anytime to make agreements. Mr. Zigarlick informed the Board the three portholes have been constructed and two of them are connected. Kinross is still adding miners to the work force and by the end of the year the mine should be at full production. Commissioner Miller inquired into the land donation for the Curlew sewer project. Mr. Roberts stated that the 20 acres for the Curlew sewer project would be donated to the Curlew Water District. 

Budget: Judge Linda Eaton, Accountant/Controller Joyce Schertenleib and Auditor Dianna Galvan met with the Board to discuss budget issues. Judge Eaton presented the Board with three different budget plans for District Court. No action was taken.

Clerk of the Board Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, MIS Director Darrell Dirks and Fairgrounds Manager Kari Rowton met with the Board for an update. Ms. Bechtol informed the Board that Rural Resources has a student employee to work in the Commissioners office at no charge for the summer. The Board agreed to interview the student. Ms. Bechtol discussed the Interim Management Plan for the Rail Corridor with the Board. The Board approved to place an ad for a public comment hearing on the 10th of August at 2 p.m. After discussion with MIS Director Darrell Dirks the Board agreed to have all of the county electronic equipment would be funded though the MIS budget starting in 2010. And agreement between the departments for maintenance is required. Ms. Rowton presented the Board with a brake down of her duties at the Fairground.     

Unfinished Business: County Clerk Jean Booher, Deputy Clerk Chris Burnside, Chief Accountant/Controller Joyce Schertenleib, Auditor Dianna Galvan and Correctional Facility Sergeant Judy Gard met with the Board to discuss the Deputy Clerk’s position in the Clerk’s office. The Board agreed to allow Ms. Booher to keep the Deputy Clerk at an 80% position for the rest of the year with no funds to be used out of the CE fund. The Board authorized Ms. Booher to use $2000 for wages from the Trial Improvement Fund for the 80% position. Ms. Booher stated that the bonds for the Elected Officials have not been received in the Clerk’s office. Ms. Schertenleib stated that she would inform the Risk Manger Jill Gates that the bonds need to be filed in the Clerks Office.

Bob Whittier voiced his opine about putting a vote on the ballet. And stated that the Trail Partners would pay for the cost to put a vote on the ballet.

Consent: After review and discussion the Board approved the following.
1. Ferry County Historical Preservation Board: Commissioner Heath made the motion to appoint Madilane Perry to the Ferry County Historical Preservation Board for a two-year term. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor. (Exhibit 1)
