Board of Ferry County Commissioners

July 20, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Heath and Bond present. 

Additions and Corrections to the Agenda or Previous Minutes:  Correction to the July 14, 2009 minutes. Public Notice: a public hearing will be held at 2 p.m. on the 10th of August in the matter of adoption of a “Rail Corridor Interim Management Plan.” (Exhibit 1)

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of July 13, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with the majority. Commissioner Miller abstained due to the fact that he was not present for the meeting.

After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to approve the minutes of July 14, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Commissioners Board Reports: Commissioner Heath reported on the Tri County Health meeting.  Commissioner Miller discussed attending the Potential Wilderness Area Evaluations meeting. 

Ferry County Road Department Update:  Boyd’s Forman Ron Palmer, Republic Forman Doug Kellogg, Keller Forman Rusty Jennot, Curlew Forman Wil Rowton and Inchelium Forman Lanny Boyd met with the Board for a quarterly update. Mr. Boyd reported that the Inchelium crew is busy grading and patching roads this summer. Mr. Palmer stated that he is keeping an eye on the stretch on the Inchelium Highway that washed away this spring and it appears the patch will hold. The Boyd’s crew is cutting brush and grading roads this summer. Mr. Jennot reported that the tribe has contracted some logging on the shoulders of the Silver Creek Road. The BIA is renting the re-claimer from Public Works to repave the Owhi Lake Road. Mr. Jennot inquired into the new shop for Keller and stated that in his opinion a hot water heating system for the floor would be extremely efficient. Mr. Rowton reported things are going good and the Curlew crew is also cutting brush and grading the roads. He also stated that the Kettle River Road needs the cracks sealed before this fall. Mr. Kellogg reported that the Republic crew is ditching the roads and will be busy soon with a few small projects.

Fairgrounds Manager Position: An attendances sheet is on file. Fair Board President Bruce Wills, Fairgrounds Manager Kari Rowton and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to discuss the Fairgrounds Manager’s position. The Board reviewed the financial printout that Ms. Rowton and Mr. Wills presented. Ms. Rowton pointed out that to date the fairgrounds has received $43,364.40 in receipts. The Board agreed to keep the Fairgrounds Manger position, but more research is needed to determine the status of the position.
Curlew Lake Association: Bobbie Weller met with the Board to discuss the Associations annual fall lake cleanup and requested to dump the trash at no cost. Last year they dumped about 500 pounds of trash and the cost was paid for by a litter grant from Solid Waste. The Board agreed to let the Association dump the trash at no cost.  And requested that Ms. Weller make arrangements with Solid Waste to be included in the litter grant. Ms. Weller thanked the Board.

Public Works Update: Engineer Robert Breshears, Interim Director Larry Beardslee, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Ms. Brown reported the grants for the airport layout and docks have been fully reimbursed. Mr. Reynolds reported that the Bridge Creek 11 project is on schedule. 

Mr. Breshears stated that he had inspected the Paradise Cove Road and a traffic counter will be placed on the road this week. The Board agreed to discuses what should be done with the road after Mr. Breshears gathers the traffic counter data. Mr. Beardslee and the Board discussed mowing the weeds along the sides of the county roads and what should be done with the Kettle River Road. No action was taken.

Public Hearing: As per duly published notice the bid opening public hearing for the Bituminous Surface Treatment for Bridge Creek was held at 2 p.m. The public hearing was recorded. One sealed bid was received in the amount of $566,566 from Granite Northwest, Inc. The public hearing was closed at 2:08 p.m. upon the recommendation of Engineer Robert Breshears. (Exhibit 14)

Department Heads Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Assessor Rachel Siracuse, Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher, Auditor Dianna Galvan, MIS Director Darrel Dirks, WSU Ferry County Director Dan Fagerlie, Correctional Facility Sergeant Judy Gard and Connections Director Kate Rowe-Maloret met with the Board for a monthly update. Mr. Fagerlie questioned if all of the land in the county was on the rolls for the PILT payments. Ms. Bechtol stated she would research that matter. Ms. Siracuse informed the Board that the law states, that Elected Officials cannot have their salaries reduced during their term. But they can volunteer to return the increase to their salaries, which many of the Elected Officials have committed to a volunteered reduction in their salaries.

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney and Secretary Kelly Burbank met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. Kinney reported that last week the employees reported 336 miles in pedometer steps. The snow groomer was inspected last Friday, which went well. And the grant for next season is on schedule. 

Vendor Inter Agency Agreement: Ferry County Public Hospital District Administrator Ron O’Halloran and Board member Joan Lake met with the Board to discuss the small works roster. Mr. O’Halloran believes it would be in the best interest for the county, the hospital and the school to combine bids for supplies. After some discussion the Board agreed and will met with the hospitals purchasing agent. Mr. O’Halloran also discussed the county’s need for fiber optics.

Correspondence: The Board reviewed and discussed the emails and correspondences that were received. Including those listed.

Meeting Notice: Regional Transportation Planning Organization meeting Wednesday, July 22 at noon.

Meeting Notice: Solid Waste Advisory Committee Monday, July 27 at 5 p.m.

Emails and Letters: Received several emails and letters regarding the Rail Corridor.
