Board of Ferry County Commissioners

July 6, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Bond and Heath present. Commissioner Miller was out sick.

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda and Minutes: Karen Van Soest called the Board at 11:55 a.m. and resigned from the facilitator position for the Ferry County Trail Committee. Gene and Bobbie Weller and Bob Whittaker were also present. Ms. Van Soest will continue receiving the emails for the time being.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of June 29, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with the majority.

Commissioners Board Reports: Commissioner Bond reported on attending the Trail Committee meeting.

Union Contract: Payroll Deputy/Accountant Dana Kincaid met with the Board to discuss the union contract. No action was taken.
Pine Grove Water Extension Update: Economic Development Specialist Deana Zakar and Vareala and Associates Civil Engineer Mark Vareala met with the Board. Mr. Vareala reported that four million dollars in grants have been received and the Pine Grove Water project should start next spring. The new water line will need to cut though the Golden Tiger Pathway new parking lot and about 1000 feet of the trail. Mr. Vareala stated that the trail would be returned to its original state and a water fountain would be installed. Mr. Vareala informed the Board that Vareala and Associates are in need of an easement document granting permission to place the line on county property. The Board approved and directed Mr. Vareala to send the document to Public Works for review. 

Real Estate Excise Tax Program: Treasurer Kathleen Rupp, Assessor Rachel Siracuse and Clerk Accountant Controller Joyce Schertenleib met with the Board to discuss the REET Program. Ms. Siracuse reported that the REET program received a $100,000 reimbursement grant. Ms. Siracuse stated that she would contact the state to determine what equipment would be covered by the grant. The Board approved the purchase.

Ms. Siracuse stated that she is part of a committee that is dealing with the deer problem in the city and asked permission to add a link on the county web site for the committee’s minutes and agenda.  The Board approved.

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Secretary Kelly Burbank, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. McBride reported the hallway is primed and she will paint this week. Ms. McBride has received the parts for the ADA lift and an appointment will be scheduled with the Otis Elevator Company to fix the lift.  Ms. Kinney reported that the pedometers have been distributed to the county employee’s and the Wellness contest starts today. 

Ms. Rowton reported that the PUD requested to rent the picnic tables and the tents from the Fairground. Ms. Rowton wanted to know how much to charge for the rent of the tables. The Board directed Ms. Rowton to include the tables with the tent rental. Ms. Bechtol stated that the Prosecutor’s Office requested to purchase a plane ticket for a witness and the price is approximately $300.  The Board approved the purchase. Ms. Bechtol informed the Board that she is gathering information regarding putting an issue on the ballet this November. Ms. Bechtol also reported that she is working on the deed so the Rail Corridor can be recorded. And the archiving grant is closed out.
