Board of Ferry County Commissioners

June 15, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond and Heath present. 

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: There were no addition or correction to the agenda.

After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to approve the minutes of June 8, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor. 

GMA Update: Attorney Steve Graham, Planning Director Irene Whipple and Planning Commission members Gary Howden and Tammy Stevens met with the Board to discuss the hearing that is scheduled for Monday, June 22 with the Growth Management Hearings Board. No action was taken. 

Commissioners Board Reports: Commissioner Heath reported on attending the WASC meetings in Kennewick. Commissioner Bond reported on the Planning Commission meeting. Commissioner Miller reported on the WASC meetings in Kennewick. 

Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Shirley Couse of Couse’s Sanitation and Recycle was also present. Mrs. Couse asked the Board if they have made a decision about the bins. The Board replied the bins would have to be surplused, and then opened up for bids, but a rental agreement can be arranged. Mr. Reynolds reported that a safe route to schools grant in the amount of $416,313 has been approved for Inchelium. Mr. Beardslee reported on a shale pit agreement. The school bus signs are being turned for the summer. Road striping should start the end of July. 

Connections Update: Director Kate Rowe-Maloret and Pat Vivian Consultant met with the Board to disuses the strategic planning for Connections. Ms. Vivian questioned the Board what are their wishes for the next five-year for Connections. The Board replied they would like to see more education to provide ways to strength the family unit. Commissioner Bond stated that state budget cuts have damaged the process of healing for families. Ms. Vivian and Ms. Rowe-Maloret thanked the Board for their time and support.

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Secretary Kelly Burbank, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. Rowton reported that the rodeo made $3400 and over all it was a success. The compressor for the refrigerator in the hamburger stand is out and it would cost about $1200 to replace. The Board approved replacement of the compressor. Ms. McBride reported the window seal in the District Court Office is fixed and the air-conditioners are being re-installed. The Otis Company has the parts for the ADA lift and will be here in a week or two to fix the lift.

Ms. Fee informed the Board that the Gibraltar Trail is moving along. Ms. Fee stated there should be about 11 million board feet in timber sales this year. The Board discussed road closers, wildlife and steward ship timber sales with Ms. Fee.

Unfinished Business: The Board made the decision to move the Prosecutors Office to the house on the old Forest Service property and the Planning Department to the Courthouse.
