Board of Ferry County Commissioners

June 1, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond and Heath present. 

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Sam Jenkins was unable to attend his appointment. Melissa Rose canceled her appointment. 

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of May 26, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor. 

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Secretary Kelly Burbank, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. Kinney reported that she is working on the grooming grant for the 2009-2010 season. Ms. Rowton reported that the Fair Board would pay to have the pigpens fixed, and the Curlew School and Jobs Corps would do the work. Ms. McBride reported that Tatley-Grund has left behind enough primer and paint for the remaining wall in the breezeway. The front parking has been washed and she will re-strip it this week. Ms. McBride informed the Board that after several phone calls she has the parts that are needed to fix the ADA lift ordered. A company out of Spokane will do the repair work. 

Economic Development Update: Economic Development Specialist Deana Zakar met with the Board for the bi-monthly update. Ms. Zakar reported that the Ferry County Rural Business Revitalization projects are ongoing. The AmeriCorps Recreation and Tourism will have four positions for the Tri-County area available stating this October. Ms. Zakar informed the Board that the PDA Industrial Park received $280,000 in a grant/loan and the Pine Grove Water project has secured $4.4 million in grants.

GMA Update: Attorney Steve Graham, Planning Director Irene Whipple and Planning Commission member Tamara Stevens met with the Board to discuss GMA issues. With no action taken.
