June 23, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 9 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond and Heath present. 

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: There were no additions or corrections to the agenda.

Consent: After review and discussion the Board approved the following.
1. Ferry County Resolution to Transfer Funds: From CE (Misc. Non Dept) in the amount of $500 to MIS. (Exhibit 1)

2. Ferry County Resolution to Transfer Funds: From the Fairgrounds Fund in the amount of $10,000 to CE (Misc. Non Dept). (Exhibit 2)

3. Distribution of the PUD Privilege Tax: To the City of Republic in the amount of $9,329.18, County Road in the amount of $3 and Current Expense in the amount of $39,489.67. (Exhibit 3)
4. Ferry County Historical Preservation Advisory Board: After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to appoint Lorna Johnson as a board member to the Ferry County Historical Preservation Advisory Board for a two-year term. Commissioner Heath seconded.  The motion carried with all in favor. (Exhibit 4)
5. Interlocal Agreement: An agreement between Ferry County and Kittitas County for the housing of inmates. (Exhibit 5)
6. Notice of Public Hearing: Proposed vacation of Unnamed Street and Alley in Danville to be held on July 27, 2009 at 2 p.m. (Exhibit 6)
7. Contract for Bridge Creek 11 Project, CRP (503): A contract between Granite Northwest, Inc. and Ferry County. (Exhibit 7)
8. Notice of Public Hearing: Ferry County Public Works will call for bids for cold mix asphalt, bituminous surface treatment and other work at 2 p.m. on the 20th of July 2009. (Exhibit 8)
Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Mr. Beardslee presented three different blue prints for the new Keller Shop. After review and discussion the Board agreed to go out for bid on option two and three. Mr. Beardslee reported that road stripping on all of the major county roads would start the end of July by the Okanogan County Road Department. Mr. Reynolds reported that the Bridge Creek Top East Project was approved to go out to bid. 

Commissioners Staff Update: Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Secretary Kelly Burbank, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. McBride reported that she had spent time with Washington State Historical Preservation Chris Moore discussing the flooring in the courtroom and the front entry. Ms. McBride informed the Board that in the next couple of weeks she would add gravel around the building to drain the water away from the courthouse. Ms. Kinney stated that she a received phone call requesting a letter of appointment as an agent for the Kettle River Advisory Board. The Board advised Ms. Kinney to have the KRAB send a letter to the Board of Commissioners requesting the appointment. Ms. Rowton discussed her hours for the fair.
