Board of Ferry County Commissioners

May 18, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Bond, Miller and Heath present.

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:  Nancy Morris met with the Board to report that the Ferry County Fairgrounds Association was approved for a geothermal heating system grant for the Merry Go Round Building.

Tom Beal was unable to attend the meeting. 

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of May 11, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor. 

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Secretary Kelly Burbank, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. McBride informed the Board that she would be done with painting the letters for the front of the building this week. Ms. McBride informed the Board that Garaventa and the Otis Company did not show up last week to fix the ADA lift, and she would contact Garaventa.  Ms. McBride requested to use a county computer during her off time to complete computer courses for Elevate America at Worksource with Microsoft vouchers. The Board approved Ms. McBride’s request. Ms. Kinney informed the Board that she would start the civil service testing for the E911 supervisor position within the next few weeks. Ms. Kinney stated that Tatley-Grund would be working on the front of the building on Memorial Day. Ms. Kinney reported that the Motorcycle Rally requested permission to use the Golden Tiger Trail for a horse and buggy ride during the rally. The Board approved the requested, upon the condition that the trail is left clean. Ms. Rowton informed the Board that she would have some extra office help this summer, due to a free program with Rural Resources. Ms. Rowton and the Board discussed road signs for the fairgrounds campground and the rates for the meeting rooms at the Fairgrounds.

Connections Update: Director Kate Rowe-Maloret met with the Board for the bi-monthly staff update. Ms. Rowe-Maloret and the Board discussed a contract with the MIS department. Ms. Rowe-Maloret requested that Connections continue to access the HB2163 Home Security funds for May and June 2009. The Board approved. Ms. Rowe-Maloret reported the installation of the new phone system should be done this week and she had spent time with Kay Sohl and Clerk Accountant Controller Joyce Schertenleib learning the counties format for budgets.

Budget Update: Sheriff Pete Warner, Under Sheriff Greg Palmier, Legal Assistant Cindy Nelson, Prosecutor Mike Sandona, Planning Director Irene Whipple and Clerk Accountant Controller Joyce Schertenleib met with the Board for a quarterly meeting to discuss each department’s budget. Juvenile Probation Counselor Cleve Ives was unable to attend.
Planning Update: Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to discuss the Critical Area Ordinance and the Development Regulations Ordinance. Ms. Whipple submitted a letter regarding a Planning Commission members’ reservation to approve the Critical Area Ordinance. Ms. Whipple and the Board discussed the latest judgments from The Growth Management Hearings Board.

The Omak- Okanogan County Chronicle: Publisher Roger Harnack met with the Board to discuss advertising the county legal ads with The Chronicle. Mr. Harnack presented the Board with the RCW’s regarding county legal ads and background information about The Chronicle. The Board thanked Mr. Harnack for the information.

Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee and Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Mr. Reynolds informed the Board that prep work for the Bridge Creek Road 11 project would start this week and a committee member requested the closure of a county road during the Curlew Barrel Derby Day. The Board approved the request. Mr. Reynolds requested to use seasonal employee Bill Ackerson where needed within the Road Department because the crusher work is completed for the year. The Board approved. Mr. Beardslee and the Board discussed the new Keller shop. The Board would like further information before they move forward with the project and requested that the septic be pumped.

Public Transportations System: Intercity Bus and Transportation Specialist Tom Hanson from WSDOT Public Transportation Division and Division Director Kelly Scalf from Rural Resources Community Action met with the Board to discuss public transportation. Mr. Hanson reported that Okanogan County has started the process of developing a transportation system and found a real need for the Republic to Tonasket corridor in the study of that system.  WSDOT would like to know if Republic and Ferry County would be active participants in the Okanogan County Study. The Board stated they would like Ferry County to be part of the study. The study would be completed in a couple of months and then Mr. Hanson would report his findings.
