Board of Ferry County Commissioners

May 11, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Bond, Miller and Heath present.

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:  Under Sheriff Greg Palmier met with the Board at 9:47 a.m. to discuss starting the Stone Garden funding project, he stated there would be a 45-60 wait for the reimbursements. The Board approved moving forward with the project, but requested that Mr. Palmier keep the Board informed of the process. 

Karen Van Soest met with the Board at 12:08 p.m. to discuss the Board’s expectations for the Ferry County Recreational Trials Committee. The Board would like to hear all of the issues and concerns from the Committee. Commissioner Bond made a motion to appoint Karen Van Soest as an Ex-Officio member to facilitate the meeting for the Ferry County Recreational Trails Committee.

Al Collins met with the Board to discuss the new road at Blacks Beach Resort. Mr. Collins stated that some folks are not using the right road. The Board suggested that Mr. Collins put up a sign. 

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of May 4, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Secretary Kelly Burbank, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton met with the Board for the weekly staff update. Ms. McBride reported that Data Base Secure Records Destruction would have new bins in place by the 1st of June. Ms. McBride informed the Board an individual that was serving a few days in jail left a car in the back parking lot and the jail staff had given them permission. The Board made the decision to place a “no unauthorized parking” signs in the county parking lots. Ms. McBride stated that she received an email from Garaventa and the Otis Company would be here this week to fix the ADA lift. Ms. McBride reported the pluming is working better now, and last week she did some yard work with the help of a few inmates. Ms. Kinney informed the Board that she received some information on an ADA lift maintenance grant. The Board requested that Ms. Kenny gather more information and they will review it at a later date. Ms. Kinney reported that there is not an outside water faucet for the Commissioners’ building and there is a need for one, in case of a fire or just to help keep the dust down.  Randy Kinney would volunteer his time to install the faucet, but needs $22 for supplies. The Board approved having Mr. Kinney install the faucet and the Commissioners’ office will pay for the supplies. Ms. Rowton reported that with the Board proclaiming May 11-15 as Merry Go Round Week, she will have the Merry Go Round open to the public at 5 p.m. until 8 p.m. on Friday 15th and she would like to have the Merry Go Round open to the public once a month during the summer. The Board agreed and liked the idea of having the Merry Go Round open to the public. 

Public Hearing: As per duly published notice the public hearing for Resolution No. 2009-25 amending the SWAC By-Laws was held at 10 a.m. The public hearing was recorded. Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell informed the Board that at the last meeting of the SWAC the motion was made and pass to approve the new By-Laws. After review and discussion Commissioner Bond made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2009-25 amending the SWAC By-Laws. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor. The Public Hearing was closed at 10:08 a.m. (Exhibit 14)

Closed Executive Session: The Board had requested to speak to Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds in closed executive session, but Mr. Reynolds chose not to have the meeting closed. The Board offered the Public Works Director/Assistant Engineer position to Mr. Reynolds when Mr. Beardslee retires. Mr. Reynolds accepted the position. 

County Engineer: Engineer Robert Breshears, Interim Director Larry Beardslee and Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds met with the Board to discuss the Consultant County Engineer Professional Services Agreement. After review and discussion Mr. Breshears and the Commissioners signed the contract. (Exhibit 15)
GMA Update: Attorney Steve Graham, Planning Director Irene Whipple and Planning Commission Member Gary Howdon met with the Board to discuss GMA issues. Ms. Whipple reported the Agricultural Land of Long-Term Commercial Significance is almost ready for the 60-day comment period. No action taken. 

Public Hearing: As per duly published notice the public hearing to amend the 2009 Budget was held at 1:15 p.m. The public hearing was recorded. The Public Hearing was continued until June 15th at 1:15 p.m.

Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee and Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation was also present. Mr. Beardslee reported that the road restrictions in the county have been lifted, and the oil dusting is on schedule. Mr. Beardslee discussed blue prints and prices for the new Keller shop with the Board. The Board will study the blue prints and make a decision at a later date. Mr. Reynolds reported that the Bridge Creek Road Project 11 is on schedule. 
Correspondence: The Board reviewed and discussed emails and correspondences that were received and placed as part of these minutes.
