Board of Ferry County Commissioners

May 26, 2009
Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8 a.m. with Commissioners Miller and Heath present. Commissioner Bond was at a Doctor’s appointment. 

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:  Correctional Facility Sergeant Judy Gard, Sheriff Pete Warner, Under Sheriff Greg Palmier met with the Board to discuss purchasing new protective vests for the jail staff. The Board stated that at this time there were no funds to purchase the vest. Ms. Gard discussed the jail facility budget.

 After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of May 18, 2009 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with a majority. 

Budget Update: Treasurer Kathleen Rupp, E911 Coordinator Rose Parr, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Fairgrounds Manger Kari Rowton, MIS Director Darrell Dirks and Clerk Accountant Controller Joyce Schertenleib met with the Board for a quarterly meeting to discuss each department’s budget. Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation was also present.
Department Head Update: Assessor Rachel Siracuse, Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona, Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher, Treasure Kathleen Rupp, Connections Director Kate Rowe-Maloret, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Chief Accountant Controller Joyce Schertenleib, Auditor Dianna Galvan, Risk Manger Jill Gates, Sheriff Pete Warner, Under Sheriff Greg Palmier, Courthouse Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Ferry County WSU Director Dan Fagerlie and Correctional Facility Sergeant Judy Gard met with the Board to discuss the counties budget. Ms. Siracuse also reported that Garaventa would be contacted this week regarding the ADA lift and the new ID badges were almost completed.

Public Hearing: As per duly published notice the public hearing amending the Tipping Fees for the Torboy Transfer Station was held at 1 p.m. The public hearing was recorded and attendant sheet is on file. The public hearing was continued until 1 p.m. on the 22nd of June.

Tatley-Grund Update: Sr. Project Manager Dallas Lewis, Field Supervisor Dorsal Tyler and Deputy Clerk Teri Kinney met with the Board for an update. The Board stated that a few window screens might have been damaged during the presser washer. Mr. Lewis informed the Board they would work with Ms. McBride to fix or replace the screens. Mr. Lewis reported the eaves on the light post would receive a coat of stucco and paint. The blockhouse and the chimmeney would both receive a new coat of paint. Mr. Tyler reported the project is on schedule. 

Public Hearing: As per duly published notice the bid opening public hearing for the High Float Liquid Asphalt was held at 2 p.m. The public hearing was recorded. One sealed bid was received in the amount of $30,041.22 from Western States Asphalt Inc. The public hearing was continued upon the recommendation of Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds. Public Works Update: Interim Director Larry Beardslee and Interim Assistant Engineer Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board for the weekly update. Ms. Brown presented the Board with a draft of the new equipment rental rates. Mr. Beardslee reported the water test at the Curlew shop returned with an approval to drink and the septic at the Keller shop was cleaned and is in good working order.
