ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

May 10, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 A.M. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

Additions and Corrections to the agenda:

Commissioners Working Session: The Board of Ferry County Commissioners held a working session regarding various County issues.
Public Hearing: As per duly published notice, the public hearing regarding Resolution No. 2010-14 Miyoko Point Road Vacation was held at 10:00 PM.  An attendance sheet is on file and the public hearing was recorded.  Public comment was received.  After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2010-14 and accepting the road as dedicated on the plat.    Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 8)  
Public Hearing: As per duly published notice, the public hearing regarding Resolution No. 2010-10 Plat Amendment of Miyoko Point Long Subdivision was held at 10:30 PM.  An attendance sheet is on file and the public hearing was recorded.  Public comment was received.  After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2010-10.    Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 9)  
Curlew Safe Routes to School: Sign in sheet on file.  Mr. Meyer advised the Board that the Curlew School and the Curlew Community Association is interested in safe routes to school.  Mr. Meyer wanted the Board to be aware of their plans and inquired about what the county wanted.  The Board advised Mr. Meyer that the county is not in the position to open the rail trail at this time but will request an inter-local agreement with the Curlew School that states they will be responsible for that portion they wish to maintain.   Mr. Whitaker inquired if the school board voted to include the rail corridor in their plan.  Mrs. Davis advised Mr. Whitaker that the school board had voted yes on the use of the rail corridor.  Mr. Whitaker inquired if Public Works Director Troy Reynolds was involved.  Mr. Meyer reported that it was Project Engineer Tech Lou Miller who was present at the last meeting.  Ms. Weller advised everyone that Landon Swafford is designated as the safe routes to school representative from the Rail Corridor Committee.  Mr. Meyer inquired if the school should coordinate with the Rail Corridor Committee.  The Board feels they should work together before bringing their proposal to the Board of Commissioners.

Vouchers/Warrants: Funding in the amount of $500.00 has been approved for transfer to the clearing fund for payment of warrant/voucher #237019 for the following:

Veteran’s Relief in the amount of $500.00.  (Exhibit 7)
Fair Association: Sign in sheet on file.  Mr. Fagerlie advised the Board that at the last Fair Board meeting a committee was assigned the task to work on a draft fair manager job description.  This committee started working on the job description and ran into several questions.  Mr. Fagerlie inquired if the Fair Manager and the Fair Grounds Business Manager would share the same office and computers.  The Board advised that the fair grounds manager and fair manager are two separate positions that could be one person. If it is two different people it will be two separate offices.  
Rail Corridor Committee: Sign in sheet on file.  Ms. Weller reported that she has contacted WSDOT regarding signs for highway crossings on the rail corridor. The State has ordered new signs for the state highway crossings and installation will be in June.  Ms. Weller reported that she has checked the prices of stop signs and Mr. Whitaker from Rail Trail Partners advised the Board that the Rail Trail Partners have offered to pay for the signs and volunteers will place them.  The Board advised Ms. Weller to check with the Public Works Department for the placement of the signs.  Ms. Weller inquired about receiving donations for the trail.  The Board advised Ms. Weller that there is a fund already set up within the county’s budget for donations to the rail corridor.  

Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breshears, Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give updates.

Risk Manager Ms. Brown inquired about the Risk Managers end date with Public Works.  The Board advised Ms. Brown that her time shall run through Friday May 7th with Public Works.

Transfer station Ms. Cromwell advised the Board that due to budget cutbacks there may be times out at the transfer station that they will only have 1 person available.  Arrangements have been made for the handling of the recycle when only 1 person is there.  Ms. Cromwell reported that holidays will be an issue with the cutbacks as well.  Ms. Cromwell would like to be closed Saturday the 29th of May for Memorial Holiday Observance for her employees.  The Board approved. 

Projects Mr. Reynolds reported that the construction of Safe Routes to School in Inchelium will start in June when school is out.  The only problem he foresees is the BIA no longer has an engineer and Public Works needs a letter from them giving permission to work on their right of way.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that the Bridge Creek safety project bid opening will be the 17th.  The Bridge Creek Top East project starts in June.  

Golden Tiger Pathway Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that he has inspected the Golden Tiger Pathway and will be comparing it to the specifications of the original trail.  Mr. Reynolds has talked with the company doing the Pinegrove Water Line, KRCI, and they advised Mr. Reynolds that they will do anything to make it right.

Rose Valley Road The Board advised Mr. Reynolds that they are getting a lot of letters of comments on Rose Valley Road and wants Public Works to have copies of those comments.  Commissioner Miller will be driving up to take a look at the road this week.

Fairgrounds Gravel Pit Commissioner Bond advised Mr. Reynolds that he has spoken with Mike Fagley about using the fairgrounds gravel pit. Mr. Fagley advised Commissioner Bond that he will be crushing out of his own pit and he has no need for the gravel at the fair grounds.  Mr. Reynolds will be moving forward with permitting so the county can use the fairgrounds pit in the future.

Couse’s Sanitation: Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation met with the Board to discuss the recycling contract and solid waste issues.  Also present were Engineer Bob Breshears, Public Works Director Troy Reynolds, Public Works Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Solid Waste Advisory Committee Chair Randy Kinney and Couse’s Attorney Dennis Morgan.  Mr. Morgan reported that Mr. Couse sent the letter to the Board terminating the recycle contract with Ferry County out of frustration.  Mr. Morgan advised the Board that Mr. Couse is interested in negotiating the recycle contract.  The Board advised Mr. Morgan that they are taking the advice of the consultants to wait till after the Solid Waste Plan is completed before negotiating a contract.  Mr. Morgan requested a date when the Board would be ready for contract negotiations. The Board would like a week to take into consideration his request for contract negotiations and will let Mr. Morgan know at next Monday’s meeting.   

Timber Property Taxes:  Linda Nee and Chris Jurgensen met with the Board to discuss timber property and taxes. Also present was Assessor Rachel Siracuse.  Mr. Jurgensen advised the Board that the Assessor’s office took Ms. Nee’s property out of timber status some years ago and they would like the error corrected. Ms. Siracuse researchec the county records and there have been no changes since the early 1980’s.  Ms. Siracuse advised the Board that the Board of Ferry County Commissioner’s Meeting is not the forum for this situation.  Ms. Nee needs to take the matter in front of the Board of Equalization.  Ms. Siracuse recommended to Mr. Jurgensen to make an application for current use timber which the Board of County Commissioners does have authority and this would change their property taxes for 2011 taxes.  Mr. Jurgensen advised that he believes that it was a county error and the county should fix the error at their expense.   The Board advised Mr. Jurgensen that he needs to appeal his case before the Board of Equalization.
Commissioner Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, MIS Director Darrell Dirks, and Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to give updates.

Phone System Mr. Dirks reported that he is working on the new phone system tracing the telephone lines.  Mr. Dirks reported that Verizon is doing a study to see how many lines the county will actually need.  

Anti Virus Mr. Dirks has been researching a new anti virus program.  The current anti virus protection costs $4,500 a year.  Mr. Dirks found another anti virus protection that offers a 3 year plan for $2,000 per year which would save the county $7,500 over 3 years.  They do offer a 1 year plan at $3000 per year which would still save money.  The Board suggested researching it further before making a change.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned until May 17, 2010.
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
