FERRY COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

MEETING MINUTE

June 7, 2010

The meeting was called to order  by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.
Additions and Corrections to the Agenda: At 3:30 PM the Rail Corridor Committee will also be discussing the National Park Program. A Memorandum of Agreement between Ferry County and the Washington State Council of County and City Employees AFCME, Council 2, Local 1135-F will be reviewed for approval.

Weed Coordinator: Weed Coordinator Mary Fee met with the Board to discuss Grant Applications. Ms. Fee updated the Board on the Grant Applications that she has already applied for and the ones she plans on applying for. Ms. Fee inquired as to the proper procedure for grant applications. The Commissioners Office is required to keep a contract file so if Ms. Fee presents her grants and applications to the Board so they are get put on record and placed in the contract files. The Weed Board approves the applications, and should be brought to the Commissioners office to get them in the official file for auditing purposes. Ms. Fee reported that there is an opening on the Weed Board for the Republic area.

Commissioners Staff Update: Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, MIS Director Darrell Dirks, Insurance/Risk Manager Jill Gates, Fairgrounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to give updates. Ms. McBride reported that the hand rail for the side stairs is ready to be installed. Also the lawns and weed spraying will be done as weather permits. Ms. McBride has been hauling the cardboard to the recycle center. Ms. Gates has Human Resource Training in Spokane this week. There was discussion on who should handle the Family Medical Leave claims, the Department Head or the Insurance/Risk Manager. There is a need for the Department Head to know what is going on and will need to communicate with Ms. Gates. Ms. Gates reported that there will be someone coming to take measurements for an elevator. We need and engineer to come and evaluate the lift to see why it is not working properly. Ms. Kinney stated that Levine Plumbing gave us an estimate for evaluating the waste water. It is possible to get grant money from USDA for this project but we would need to research this. No decisions were made on this issue. Mr. Dirks stated that Nate’s Electric has been here doing the conduit work for the new Phone System. Mr. Dirks is working with the Department Heads on the wireless portion of new the phone system. It is state law that any new PBX has to have an office locater. Mr. Dirks will be working on this with E-911 Coordinator Ray Maycumber. Ms. Lindsey requested to purchase a new camping sign. The cost for a new sign is $32.66 and the Board approved.

Paradise Cove Road: Property owner Ron Testerman met with the Board regarding the Paradise Cove Road. Sign in sheet is on file. The land owners of Paradise Cove Road would like the road paved. Mr. Testerman stated there is an RCW 36.88.190 that provides for the legislative authority to pay in whole or a portion of costs and expense of any duly authorized road improvements by bonds and/or warrants. The residents on this road are very adamant about getting their road improved, they feel that they pay a larger portion of taxes and their road should be improved. The six year transportation plan projects only get done when funded. Outside funding for these projects comes from either CRAB or DOT. Further research will be done.

County Property: Stan Christie met with the Board to discuss making a place for ATV’s, motorcycles etc… to ride on county property near Curlew. Also present was Larry Beardslee. Mr. Christie stated that the kids around Curlew are riding in unauthorized places and thinks that if we find a place for them to ride this might not happen. Mr. Christie stated that he has spoken with some young people and they agreed that if they had some place to ride they would stay off the roads. There is a lot research to be done and details need to be worked out. The Board would also like to see some committment from the young people involved before anything can be approved. Mr. Christie will be working on this project and will keep the Board updated.

Juvenile Officer: Cleve Ives met with the Board regarding a vehicle for the Juvenile Department. Mr. Ives reported that the speedometer is not working in the vehicle and would like to purchase a GPS unit for the car. The purchase was approved. Mr. Ives has been offered a return of a vehicle from New Alliance Counselling. The Sheriff’s office will also be able to use the car when needed. Ms. Bechtol and Mr. Schwartz will work on a resolution to transfer the car to the Juvenile Department. Mr. Ives inquired if he may hire a secondary driver for transports. When a Juvenile needs to be in court it becomes double time for the driver and this is not safe. The Board approved Mr. Ives hiring Mr. Robert Ramsey to be the secondary driver.

Kettle River History Club: Club members Violet Loseke and Lynnie Lindgren met with the Board to discuss the storm drain by the Ansorge Hotel in Curlew. Also present was Public Works Director Troy Reynolds and Bobbi Weller joined the meeting at 2:45. The storm drain needs to be fixed by the Ansorge Hotel Museum. It is not draining properly and drains under the Ansorge into the basement. This flooding over the years is causing serious problems such as silt in the basement, washing out the stairs, accumulating black mold and ruining the brick. Public Works Director Troy Reynolds stated he had applied for a grant for storm drains in Curlew but did not get it. Mr. Reynolds will check with the State Historic Preservation Office to see if they have any grant funds available. 

Rail Corridor Committee: Committee Chair Bobbi Weller met with the Board to discuss committee member recommendations, WSDOT Transportation Enhancement and the National Parks Program. Sign in sheet is on file. Chair Bobbi Weller on behalf of the Committee recommended Mr. Grant Tolton and Mr. Randall Hansen to be appointed to the Committee. Commissioner Heath made a motion to accept the recommendation and Commissioner Miller seconded with all in favor of appointing Mr. Tolton and Mr. Hansen to the Ferry County Rail Corridor Committee. Also Ms. Weller presented the Board with a sample support letter for a application they would like to submit to the National Parks Program. A letter will be drafted and signed. The committee is requesting that the Board (County) include this project and make the RTPO aware of the trail enhancement projects such as the trestle decking and some crushed rock. 

Homeland Security Funds: Undersheriff Tom Williams met with the Board to discuss purchasing car laptops thru Homeland Security Funds. Mr. Williams is requesting the sales tax be covered by the county for computers that were purchased by the Stonegarden Grant. The initial quote was given without sales tax included. The Board approved the tax to be paid. Mr. Williams reported he will be ordering a truck to tow various pieces of equipment and the funds for this purchase will come from the state and go directly to the dealership. Mr. Williams reported that they have hired a reserve deputy for the Forest contract. They have hired Will Graham who is a retired officer from the Tribal Police Department.
